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NOTE:  The “Animal Worker Questionnaire” must be re-submitted every three years.


The Public Health Service of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services has directed research/teaching institutions to develop programs to promote the health and safety of employees who have substantial animal contact.  The program at the University of Kentucky has three components.
