ARTICLES

ARTICLE I - Scope of Work
The Subrecipient agrees to perform the work outlined in Attachment 1.

ARTICLE II - Period of Performance
The term of this subaward shall extend from, through . Unless stated elsewhere in this subaward, Subrecipient's expenditures incurred prior to the beginning date or subsequent to the end date are unallowable.  Subrecipient shall notify UKRF, as soon as possible, of any reason that might contribute to the failure to perform within the specified term even if such reason is beyond the control and without fault or negligence of the Subrecipient.  The performance period may be modified by mutual agreement of the parties.

ARTICLE III - Consideration, Records and Billing Instructions

The total compensation to be paid for Subrecipient's activities will not exceed ______ based on the budget outlined in Attachment 2.

UKRF payment to Subrecipient shall be based upon the terms and conditions as specified in this subaward and the availability and allocation of Sponsor’s funds necessary to finance UKRF’s performance.

Subrecipient shall maintain reasonable records incident to the performance of this subaward and shall allow UKRF access to those records.  If the Sponsor is a federal agency, the Sponsor, the Comptroller General of the United States, or any of their representatives shall have the right of access to any books, documents, papers and records of the Subrecipient which are directly pertinent to a specific program for the purpose of making audits, examination, excerpts and transcripts.

Payment will be provided upon receipt of invoices (a) identified by the ID number located on the top of each subaward page, (b) reflecting the cost categories as outlined in the budget (Attachment 2) and (c) approved and signed by the Subrecipient’s appropriate administrative official.  Subrecipient shall submit invoices after the incurrence of allowable cost, but not more frequently than monthly; invoices shall provide a current and cumulative breakdown of costs and, if applicable, required cost-sharing in separate columns.

ARTICLE V - Reports
Subrecipient will submit reports required by UKRF's Technical Representative cited in Article IV.  Such reports shall be submitted according to the schedule and in the format agreed to by the Technical Representatives of both parties.  The Final Progress Report must be submitted to UKRF's Technical Representative no later than _______ days after the project's end date.

ARTICLE VI - Patents and Inventions
Any invention arising out of the activities assisted by this subaward shall be promptly and fully reported to UKRF's Administrative Representative.  The ownership and manner of disposition of all rights in and to such invention shall be subject to the regulations issued by the Sponsor as such regulations appear in the Award between the Sponsor and UKRF.

ARTICLE VII – Proprietary or Confidential Information

UKRF and Subrecipient agree to use all reasonable diligence to prevent disclosure to third parties any confidential information disclosed to it under this subaward and marked by the disclosing party as confidential for a period of three (3) years from the date of disclosure.  Such information shall be disclosed in writing and marked “confidential”, or if disclosed orally or in other documentary form shall be reduced to writing and marked “confidential” within thirty (30) days thereafter.  Disclosure of confidential information to employees, officers, agents, and representatives shall be only on a need to know basis and as necessary for the purposes of this subaward.  This non-disclosure obligation shall not apply to information:

1. already in or subsequently enters the public domain through no fault of UKRF or Subrecipient;

2. presently known or becomes known to UKRF or Subrecipient from its own independent sources;

3. received by UKRF or Subrecipient from any third party not under obligation to keep such information confidential;

4. independently developed by UKRF or Subrecipient without use of the other’s confidential information; or 

5.   required to be disclosed by law.

ARTICLE VIII - Assignments and Lower Tier Subrecipients
Neither performance nor payment involving the whole or any part of this subaward as described under Article I may be assigned, subawarded, transferred, or otherwise given or imposed on any other party by Subrecipient without the prior written consent of UKRF.  Subrecipient shall pass the appropriate Sponsor information to any lower tier Subrecipient.  As applicable, this shall include Sponsor name, Award ID number, Award title, CFDA number and appropriate flow down requirements.

ARTICLE IX - Changes and Prior Approval
Subrecipient is responsible for both notifying UKRF and obtaining prior written approval of UKRF with respect to any changes which might materially alter the terms of this subaward.  Examples include, but are not limited to, changes in the period of performance, in Subrecipient's Technical Representative, significant rebudgeting and changes in the scope of work.  In the event of uncertainty as to whether a change is significant enough to require prior approval, refer questions to UKRF's Administrative Representative cited in Article IV.

ARTICLE X - Insurance
Subrecipient shall be solely responsible for any and all third party liability that might be incurred in the performance of this subaward.  Therefore, Subrecipient shall maintain sufficient insurance coverage for Public Liability, Property Damage, Employer's Liability and Compensation Insurance and Motor Vehicle Liability (Personal Injury and Property Damage).

ARTICLE XI - Suspension
UKRF reserves the right to suspend this subaward at any time by electronic or telephone notice to Subrecipient followed by written notice within 10 days of the initial notice.  Subrecipient will immediately stop performance and will not perform under this subaward until receiving a resume performance notice from UKRF followed by written notice within 10 days.  UKRF will provide Subrecipient with the reason(s) for suspension and indicate if any remedies are available to Subrecipient.  If UKRF and Subrecipient mutually agree the reason(s) for the suspension have been remedied, UKRF will issue a resume performance notice to Subrecipient.  Subrecipient will not be reimbursed or paid for any charges during the suspension period.

ARTICLE XII - Termination

UKRF reserves the right to terminate this subaward at any time by giving Subrecipient written notice at least 30 days prior to the effective date of termination.  The Subrecipient may submit a written request to UKRF for termination at least 30 days prior to the effective date of termination.

In the event of default, either by Subrecipient's failure to substantially perform its obligations, Subrecipient's violation of other material terms of this subaward, or Sponsor's termination of work by UKRF on the subject matter of this Award, then performance by the Subrecipient under this subaward may be terminated by UKRF at any time by giving written notice to the Subrecipient.  Should performance be so terminated, the Subrecipient shall be paid for its reasonable costs and commitments to the date of termination, but only to the extent that such costs and commitments are reimbursable to UKRF under the terms of Sponsor's Award.  Payment shall be made upon submission to UKRF of a final invoice covering the aforementioned performance and submission of any and all results achieved to the time of termination and acceptance thereof by UKRF.

ARTICLE XIII - General Provisions
The following general provisions become operative if the particular subject relates to activity to be performed under this subaward.

1.
Protection of Human Subjects
Subrecipient agrees that the rights and welfare of human subjects will be protected in accordance with applicable policies set forth in 45 CFR 46 and 21 CFR 50 and 56.  Subrecipient shall bear full responsibility for the proper and safe performance of its work and services involving human subjects.

UKRF’s Technical Representative identifies Subrecipient's work as involving human subjects No______ Yes_____.  If yes, Subrecipient must provide to UKRF documentation that an Institutional Review Board (IRB) has reviewed and approved such procedures and the IRB's federally assigned assurance number.

Subrecipient shall comply with all procedures and regulations that ensure the humane care of animals to include but not limited to the following:

Except for for-profit firms/organizations, title to all equipment purchased under this subaward shall vest in Subrecipient upon acquisition unless it is determined that to do so is not in furtherance of the objectives of the Sponsor, subject to the provisions for right to transfer contained in OMB Circular A-110, Paragraph 34(g)(4).  Administration, internal control and management of equipment shall comply with the requirements of OMB Circular A-110, Paragraph 34.

Except for a model change for equipment in Subrecipient’s proposed budget, Subrecipient shall request UKRF’s prior approval for the purchase of equipment not in Subrecipient’s proposed budget, Attachment 2.

ARTICLE XIV - Certifications
By accepting this subaward, Subrecipient certifies compliance with the following, if applicable:

Furthermore, Subrecipient certifies neither it nor its principals are delinquent on the repayment of any federal debt.

Audit Requirements
If Subrecipient is subject to OMB Circular A-133, Subrecipient hereby certifies it meets the requirements of A-133. Conflicts which cannot be satisfactorily managed, reduced or eliminated will be promptly disclosed, in writing, to UKRF.  Failure to disclose such instances to UKRF may be cause for termination as specified in Article XII.

6.
Certification and Disclosure Regarding Payments to Influence Certain Federal Transactions
By signing this subaward Subrecipient hereby certifies to the best of his or her knowledge and belief that on or after December 23,1989:

While UKRF agrees to cooperate in securing any license which the cognizant agency deems necessary in connection with this Agreement, UKRF cannot guarantee that such licenses will be granted.
ARTICLE XV - Order of Precedence

In the event of any inconsistency among the provisions of this subaward the inconsistency shall be resolved by giving precedence as follows: (1) if attached, any Special Provisions; (2) subaward's General Provisions and other

documents, exhibits and attachments; and (3) Sponsor's Award.

ARTICLE XVII - Entire Subaward
This subaward is intended by the parties as a final written expression of their subaward and supersedes and replaces any prior oral or written subaward.  Any terms or conditions proposed by Subrecipient inconsistent with or in addition to terms and conditions herein contained shall be void and of no effect unless specifically agreed to by UKRF in writing and signed by both parties.
